PLAN COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS

Permit for Keeping of Backyard Chickens, Leuwerke—623 Oxford Court

Sewer Project, second by Trustee Wiebelhaus, passed. The amount reflects a retainage
of $41,018.35, 5% of the first 50%.

PAY REQUEST NO. 2 FOR PHASE 4 SANITARY SEWER PROJECT—ADVANCED
CONSTRUCTION, INC.

Motion by Trustee Wiebelhaus to approve the Village Engineer’s recommendation and
authorize Pay Request No. 2 to Advanced Construction, Inc.in the amount of
$394,635.00 for work completed to date in conjunction with Phase 4 of the Sanitary
Sewer Project, second by Trustee Mayernick, passed.
